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Sulphur dioxide and nitrogen dioxide dissolve in rain to make acid rain.

The sulphur dioxide is made when fossil fuels such as coal are burned.

The nitrogen dioxide is made when petrol and air are sparked in a car engine.

Acid rain can damage trees in forests and kill fish in lochs and streams.

The water in reservoirs must be treated to remove the acidity before we use it at home.
