Using a natural dye

Three pieces of different undyed fabrics were boiled gently for 10 

minutes in the dye.  The samples were then rinsed and compared to see 

how well the dye had worked on each of the fabrics. 

The name of the fabric

How well the dye worked on it

     (  good,  fair,   poor )

Most dyes need a compound added to  ‘

fix

’ the dye to the fabric and make the dye 

more permanent and less likely to wash out.  This compound is called 

a mordant

.

The whole experiment was repeated but this time some fixing solution was added 

to the dye as well.  The fabrics were then dyed as before, then rinsed and 

compared to see how well the dye had now worked on each sample.

Using only the dye

Using the dye with a fixing solution added

Conclusion:  When a fixing solution is added to the dye it makes the colour

     (  good,  fair,   poor )
