INSET Courses in Chemistry at the University of Paisley


Chemistry and Chemical Engineering at the University of Paisley regularly runs a variety of INSET events for teachers. The following are available  to run during session 2003 – 2004. Courses are often run at the request of the Local Authority Science Advisor.

We place an emphasis on practical work, which we know is popular with attendees. All courses have extensive course notes and follow up support is available, for example with AH projects. Our laboratories offer a well-equipped and versatile space for these events; some events can be run on or off campus. The cost for each course is about £60 per delegate per day

Spectroscopy For Advanced Higher Chemistry

Covers the background theory and problem solving for Infra Red, NMR and Mass Spectroscopy. Teachers also spend time in the laboratory running and analysing spectra.

Enlivening Chemistry II

A new collection of the experiments and demonstrations that demonstrate how Chemistry and Science can be an exciting subject. This one day practical course allows participants to have a go at "fun" experiments and demonstrations and share their ideas and experiences. Suitable for Teachers and Technicians.

Advanced Higher Update Course 

Chemistry has changed dramatically over the last twenty years and this is reflected in the Advanced Higher Chemistry Course. Through lectures an overview is given of the new chemistry that has changed the way we now live. Topics covered include: electronic materials, medicinal chemistry, modern drug development and spectroscopy.

20 Hour Investigations in AH Chemistry 

A day spent in the laboratory trying out a variety of experiments that can form the basis of 20 Hour Investigations.  Find out what help the university can offer for students and share ideas. Short lectures can be incorporated into a program.

Making Chemicals

Chemical Engineering topics are covered in Higher chemistry. Teachers will be able to spend a day finding out about the UK’s successful chemical industry, trying out a variety of chemical engineering exercises as well as a variety of industrial chemistry pilot plant, illustrating topics such as batch or continuous processes. 

Forensic Science 

Forensic Science is a very popular topic with students that can be used to illustrate many aspects of Chemistry and Biology. This event will cover Finger Printing, Crime Scene Investigation, Drug analysis, blood pattern analysis and DNA finger printing.

The cost for each course is about £60 per delegate per day
